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it is usually at night that i find time to take photos. 
yes, there is the way to work in the morning (and sometimes, lunch). 
and when meetings end early, if i am lucky, there is still day outside.

with tokyo after dark.

after all, it is at night that the lights are on, the neon glows, ramen shops are open (all night), the rain paints the pavement, 
and tokyo is more tokyo than ever.
